Melissa and her husband live with their
baby daughter in a $1,100 a month rental
apartment in a rough neighborhood. Both
were working at fast food restaurants until
Melissa was laid off from her $8.00 an hour
job. With no maternity leave to depend on,
they were facing homelessness.

Thanks to the supporters of SVdP’s
Peninsula Family Resource Homlessness
Prevention Program, we were able to assist
the family with rent, food, and diapers for
their new baby until Melissa could return
to work.

In September, St.Vincent de Paul paid over
$50,000 in emergency rental assistance.
During these difpcult economic times
more and more families are facing evictions
because of the scarcity of affordable rental
housing, loss of jobs, and skyrocketing costs
of living expenses.

Mike yrst came to the St. Vincent de Paul Homeless Help
Center in South San Francisco over 10 years ago.

After breaking up with his girlfriend, he was living in hotels around the area
and sharing custody of his young daughter. Mike began to drink heavily and
use drugs while his daughter was with her mother. Falling deeper into despair
and addiction, Mike lost his shelter, suffered three seizures, and came face-to-
face with a decision: life or death.

fiThat was it,0 he said, and with SVdP6s help, Mike was able to enter a
nonproyt substance abuse treatment program in San Mateo County. fil went into
rehab on June 4, 1999, and love been sober since.d

In addition to providing him with food, SVdP helped Mike get work clothes,
ynd housing, and go back to school to earn his contractords license.
